· bank letter of credit, or
· credit references.
Site Plans
· Electrical one-line diagram which shows clearly the major system components, identified as to make and model number, and the interconnections between them.

· Project Site Plan - a detailed drawing of the proposed project site and surrounding territory. The drawing must clearly identify the specific location of the equipment installation and the expected point of electric interconnection 

Site Energy Efficiency Measures
Attach documentation of energy efficiency measures that have been implemented over the past three years, or certification that the building was constructed to the current Connecticut building code.  
If no audit has been conducted, site owner must conduct an energy audit performed by an experienced third-party evaluator on the subject facility, or participate in one or more of the local utility’s conservation programs funded by the Connecticut Energy Efficiency Fund.  Documentation of this participation must accompany the CCEF application.  
In addition, an affidavit promising to implement all recommended measures having a payback of three years or less must be included with the CCEF application.  Although an application for an incentive from CCEF may be approved prior to implementation of the recommended energy efficiency measures, no funds will be disbursed until all required measures have been implemented and documentation of same has been furnished to CCEF.
