General Instructions

This Solar Thermal Rebate Application Form is the legal agreement between the Connecticut Clean Energy Fund (CCEF) and the rebate recipient (Homeowner) governing CCEF’s funding of this project.  A copy of the contractor’s proposal or agreement with the Homeowner must accompany this application. Please carefully read all of the following information. Fully complete all sections of the Solar Thermal Incentive Application Form.  Supporting documents must be delivered to CCEF as one package or email message – partial applications and piecemeal submittals will not be accepted.  
Projects that are under construction, completed construction or have been placed in-service before receiving CCEF’s written approval are not eligible for funding under this program.
1. Review the Solar Thermal Incentive Program Description document for information about how to participate in this rebate program.

2. Complete all sections of Solar Thermal Incentive Application Form. All information is necessary for processing the application. Illegible or incomplete forms will be discarded and the Homeowner will be notified.

Note:   Applications and supporting documents will not be accepted via facsimile. 
4. Homeowners will be notified by email within thirty (30) days if their application has been approved, denied, or if more information is required.  The approval notice will include the rebate amount and a Rebate Reservation Confirmation Number from CCEF.

5. Upon receiving aRebate Reservation Number from CCEF, Homeowners will have six (6) months to complete the system installation.

6. CCEF will remit the rebate payment to Homeowners within fifteen (15) business days following receipt of notice of project completion, successful completion of the system commissioning process and receipt of copies of all required municipal and utility approvals.

8. Applications for solar water heating systems received after the program start date (October 16, 2009) on owner-occupied residences in Connecticut are eligible for a rebate under this program, provided the primary purpose of the system is to supplement domestic water heating, the system is installed by an eligible installer that meets all terms and conditions of the “Request for Qualifications for Eligible and Provisional Contractors,” and the system meets all minimum requirements of the Solar Thermal Rebate Program.  

9. Systems that include space heating as well as domestic hot water (DHW) heating and/or process water heating may be accepted under this program, but the rebate will be based only on the portion of the system attributable to the DHW needs of the site.
10. Systems are subject to random inspection at completion. The agreement between Contractor and Homeowner must include Homeowner’s agreement to an inspection by a CCEF representative or designated subcontractor.

11. Rebate funds will NOT be distributed until the project is complete and meets final inspection requirements.

12. The CCEF will not make any payments without proof that all required permits and approvals have been obtained.
13. CCEF reserves the right to refuse any rebate application for cause at its discretion; withhold payment until any identified problems with the solar domestic hot water system are resolved; terminate this reward in whole or in part due to the Homeowner’s failure to fulfill the terms and conditions in this document; make the final determination on whether items meet the standards set forth in the program; and inspect the system to ensure that it is consistent with program guidelines.

14. By accepting the benefits of the rebate, Homeowner agrees to participate for one time, if requested by CCEF or by Solar CT, as a site on the Connecticut Solar Tour coordinated by Solar CT in conjunction with the American Solar Energy Society’s National Solar Tour (see the ASES website at:  http://www.ases.org/index.php?option=com_content&view=article&id=158&Itemid=16 ).      In addition, Homeowner’s name, photographs of the building where the solar system is installed, and information about the system may be used in various communications to the media and in educational publications.

15. Homeowner agrees to collaborate with the CCEF if Homeowner prepares any press release or plans any news conference related to the system.
16. Acceptance of this rebate application does not constitute the approval, acceptance, warranty, guarantee or endorsement of CCEF.

17.  Homeowners shall comply with all requirements listed in the Special Terms and Conditions Applicable to Receipt of Recovery Act Funds, which is attached to this application form and incorporated herein by this reference.

SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS APPLICABLE TO RECEIPT OF

RECOVERY ACT FUNDS

Funding is provided from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Recovery Act) through the State Energy Program. This document contains the special terms and conditions that apply to the use of these funds.

Additional guidance from the Federal and State governments on the use of funds is expected and Project Owners and contractors are required to meet any new Federal or State requirements.

Project Owner shall comply with all applicable terms and conditions in the Recovery Act relating generally to governance, accountability, transparency, data collection, and resources as specified in the Act itself and as discussed below.

Project Owner and the CCEF understand that the following provisions may be changed and additional requirements may be added and that each agrees to be bound by such changes, additions, and guidance as may be issued with respect to, and as required under, the Recovery Act or by the State.

I. Reporting Requirements

Project Owner agrees to cooperate fully with the CCEF to enable the CCEF to comply with its reporting requirements under the Recovery Act and to respond to any Federal or State inquiry regarding projects funded under this Agreement.  Such cooperation includes, but is not limited to, providing any project-specific information requested by and deemed necessary in the sole discretion of the CCEF. 

II. Prohibition on Use of Funds – § 1604 of the Recovery Act

None of the funds provided under this Agreement may be used for any casino or other gambling establishment, aquarium, zoo, golf course, or swimming pool.

III. Access to Records – §§ 902 and 1515 of the Recovery Act

With respect to each Agreement awarded utilizing at least some Recovery Act funds, any representative of an appropriate inspector general appointed under section 3 or 8G of the Inspector General Act of 1978 (5 U.S.C. App.) or of the Comptroller General is authorized to:

(1)
examine any records of contractor or any of its subcontractors or subgrantees, administering such contract that pertain to, and involve transactions related to, the use of funds pursuant to this Agreement; and

(2)
interview any officer or employee of contractor, subgrantee or subcontractor regarding such transactions.

IV. Historic Preservation 

Project Owner agrees to inform the CCEF of the project site’s status pursuant to the National Register of Historic Places.  If the site is listed in or eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places, then no Recovery Act funds can be expended to alter the site until completion of a National Historic Places Act Section 106 review.

V. Connecticut State Contracting Obligations
Project Owner understands and agrees that CI, the administrator of the CCEF, is a political subdivision of the State of Connecticut and therefore must comply with Connecticut General Statutes (Conn. Gen. Stat.) § 4a-60 and with Conn. Gen. Stat. § 4a-60a.  These statutes provide that every contract to which a political subdivision of the state other than a municipality is a party must contain the provisions below.  Project Owner understands and agrees that this Agreement is such a contract.  Accordingly, for purposes of this Agreement, Project Owner agrees to comply with the state contracting obligations in this section for the term of this Agreement.  For purposes of this Section V, Project Owner and contractor shall have the same meaning, and contract and Agreement shall have the same meaning.

Conn. Gen. Stat. § 4a-60(a):

“Every contract to which the state or any political subdivision of the state other than a municipality is a party shall contain the following provisions:

      (2) The contractor agrees, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the contractor, to state that it is an "affirmative action-equal opportunity employer" in accordance with regulations adopted by the commission;

      (3) The contractor agrees to provide each labor union or representative of workers with which such contractor has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding and each vendor with which such contractor has a contract or understanding, a notice to be provided by the commission advising the labor union or workers' representative of the contractor's commitments under this section, and to post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment;

      (4) The contractor agrees to comply with each provision of this section and sections 46a-68e and 46a-68f and with each regulation or relevant order issued by said commission pursuant to sections 46a-56, 46a-68e and 46a-68f; and

      (5) The contractor agrees to provide the Commission on Human Rights and Opportunities with such information requested by the commission, and permit access to pertinent books, records and accounts, concerning the employment practices and procedures of the contractor as relate to the provisions of this section and section 46a-56.

Conn. Gen. Stat. § 4a-60(c)(1):

“Prior to entering into a contract valued at less than fifty thousand dollars for each year of the contract, the contractor shall provide the state or such political subdivision of the state with a written representation that complies with the nondiscrimination agreement and warranty under subdivision (1) of subsection (a) of this section.”

Conn. Gen. Stat. § 4a-60(c)(2):

“Prior to entering into a contract valued at fifty thousand dollars or more for any year of the contract, such contractor shall provide the state or such political subdivision of the state with any one of the following:

      (A) Documentation in the form of a company or corporate policy adopted by resolution of the board of directors, shareholders, managers, members or other governing body of such contractor that complies with the nondiscrimination agreement and warranty under subdivision (1) of subsection (a) of this section;

      (B) Documentation in the form of a company or corporate policy adopted by a prior resolution of the board of directors, shareholders, managers, members or other governing body of such contractor if (i) the prior resolution is certified by a duly authorized corporate officer of such contractor to be in effect on the date the documentation is submitted, and (ii) the head of the agency of the state or such political subdivision, or a designee, certifies that the prior resolution complies with the nondiscrimination agreement and warranty under subdivision (1) of subsection (a) of this section; or

      (C) Documentation in the form of an affidavit signed under penalty of false statement by a chief executive officer, president, chairperson or other corporate officer duly authorized to adopt company or corporate policy that certifies that the company or corporate policy of the contractor complies with the nondiscrimination agreement and warranty under subdivision (1) of subsection (a) of this section and is in effect on the date the affidavit is signed.”

“Every contract to which the state or any political subdivision of the state other than a municipality is a party shall contain the following provisions:

      (1) The contractor agrees and warrants that in the performance of the contract such contractor will not discriminate or permit discrimination against any person or group of persons on the grounds of sexual orientation, in any manner prohibited by the laws of the United States or of the state of Connecticut, and that employees are treated when employed without regard to their sexual orientation;

      (2) The contractor agrees to provide each labor union or representative of workers with which such contractor has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding and each vendor with which such contractor has a contract or understanding, a notice to be provided by the Commission on Human Rights and Opportunities advising the labor union or workers' representative of the contractor's commitments under this section, and to post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment;

      (3) The contractor agrees to comply with each provision of this section and with each regulation or relevant order issued by said commission pursuant to section 46a-56; and

      (4) The contractor agrees to provide the Commission on Human Rights and Opportunities with such information requested by the commission, and permit access to pertinent books, records and accounts, concerning the employment practices and procedures of the contractor which relate to the provisions of this section and section 46a-56.”

Conn. Gen. Stat. § 4a-60a(b)(1):

“Prior to entering into a contract valued at less than fifty thousand dollars for each year of the contract, the contractor shall provide the state or such political subdivision of the state with a written representation that complies with the nondiscrimination agreement and warranty under subdivision (1) of subsection (a) of this section.”

VII. Indemnification.  
Project Owner agrees to indemnify CI, the CCEF, and their respective officers, directors, employees, agents, and affiliates against, and defend and hold each of them harmless, from any and all claims or liabilities related to or arising in any manner from this financing or the Project other than claims or liabilities resulting from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of CI.

VIII. Limitation on Recourse  

Project Owner acknowledges that (a) CI is acting hereunder in connection with the fulfillment of its statutory obligation to manage the CCEF, and (b) CI's liabilities and obligations under this Agreement are subject and limited to the funding available under Connecticut law.

IX. Available Funding
CI and the CCEF shall not be obligated to provide the funding or any portion of the funding under this Agreement if there are insufficient funds for such purpose because of any legislative or regulatory action expressly curtailing, reducing, or eliminating Recovery Act funding.

X. Freedom of Information Act
CI is a “public agency” for purposes of the Connecticut Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA”).  Accordingly, this Agreement and information received pursuant to this Agreement will be considered public records and will be subject to disclosure under the FOIA, except for information falling within one of the exemptions in Conn. Gen. Stat. Section 1-210(b).    

Because only the particular information falling within one of these exemptions can be withheld by CI pursuant to an FOIA request, Project Owner should specifically and in writing identify to CI the information that Project Owner claims to be exempt.  Project Owner should further provide a statement stating the basis for each claim of exemption.  It will not be sufficient to state generally that the information is proprietary or confidential in nature and not, therefore, subject to release to third parties.  A convincing explanation and rationale sufficient to justify each exemption consistent with General Statutes §1-210(b) must be provided.  

Project Owner acknowledges that (1) CI/CCEF has no obligation to notify Project Owner of any FOIA request received by CCEF, (2) CI/CCEF may disclose materials claimed by Project Owner to be exempt if in CI’s judgment such materials do not appear to fall within a statutory exemption, (3) CI/CCEF may in its discretion notify Project Owner of FOIA requests and/or of complaints made to the Freedom of Information Commission concerning items for which an exemption has been claimed, but CI/CCEF has no obligation to initiate, prosecute, or defend any legal proceeding, or to seek to secure any protective order or other relief to prevent disclosure of any information pursuant to an FOIA request, (4) Project Owner will have the burden of establishing the availability of any FOIA exemption in any such legal proceeding, and (5) in no event shall CI/CCEF or any of its officers, directors, or employees have any liability for the disclosure of documents or information in CI/CCEF’s possession where CI/CCEF, or such officer, director, or employee, in good faith believes the disclosure to be required under the FOIA or other law.
