CEFIA is the nation’s first state-level “green bank” created to scale-up investments in Connecticut’s energy future.  CEFIA is a quasi-public authority that promotes investment in clean energy in accordance with a comprehensive plan to foster the growth, development and commercialization of clean energy sources, related enterprises, and stimulates demand for clean energy and deployment of clean energy sources that serve end-use customers in the state.
Qualified candidate must have a Juris Doctor Degree from an accredited law school, be in good standing and have at least seven years experience in energy, environmental and financial or transactional work.  Candidate must also be admitted to practice in Connecticut and be in good standing.

Duties include:  Acting as a senior advisor to the President and CEO on legal, policy, and regulatory-related matters; working with the Director of Finance and Investments to develop standardized contracts, new financial products and services, and assisting with other investment transactions; working with the Board of Directors, President, and CEFIA staff to lead the development of legal, regulatory and policy strategies that further the CEFIA’s clean energy goals; providing  legal counsel to the Board of Directors, President and CEFIA staff and performing related duties as required.
